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Fenton Residents Scale Mountains for Breast Cancer Research  

 
East Lansing, Mich.— Fenton residents Ashley Anderson and Amy Phillips will 

climb 19,341 feet to Africa’s highest peak on Mount Kilimanjaro this June to raise funds 

and awareness for breast cancer research.  Climb for Hope (CFH) facilitates the climbers 

and fundraising efforts. 

CFH is a non-profit organization with a mission of bringing breast cancer 

awareness to new heights through mountain climbing expeditions.  As a part of CFH, 

Anderson and Phillips each aim to raise $9,000 for breast cancer research.  Dr. Leisha A. 

Emens, a medical oncologist at the Sidney Kimmel Comprehensive Cancer Center at 

Johns Hopkins University, will use the funds for her research.   

Dr. Emens hopes to develop a vaccine to treat late stage breast cancer by 2009.  

The money raised by CFH helps to decrease the length of time the research process 

takes, potentially saving thousands of lives.  The vaccine will utilize an individual’s 

immune system to fight the cancer, mitigating common side effects associated with 

treatments like chemotherapy and radiation.    

  This June will be Anderson’s second climb with CFH.  During her first climb of 

seven hours and 45 minutes to the summit of Mount Cotopaxi in Ecuador, she faced 

exhaustion and body pain that had her clenching her teeth.  But Anderson prepares for 

the new challenge in Africa. 
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 “I am climbing again for hope, to fund the cure, raise awareness and brighten 

tomorrow’s vision for a cancer-free world,” said Anderson.
